PLANNING AND ZONING

SECTION 7, RAPIDAN TOWNSHIP

WHEREAS, Pat and Susan Jaeger, owners of the following real estate in the County of Blue Earth to wit:

have requested that the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners explore the feasibility of utilizing the  Common Interest Community / Planned Unit Development process to subdivide, re-combine, and reconfigure non-conforming Lots of Record in the C-1, Conservation Zoned District within the Shoreland District of Rapidan Lake; and, 

WHEREAS, the Planning Agency of the County has completed a review of the application and made a report pertaining to said request (PC 27-02), a copy of said report has been presented to the County Board; and,  

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 3rd Day of July, 2002, following proper notice held a public hearing at the applicant’s request regarding the feasibility of utilizing the  Common Interest Community / Planned Unit Development process to subdivide, re-combine, and reconfigure non-conforming Lots of Record in the C-1, Conservation Zoned District within the Shoreland District of Rapidan Lake (PC 27-02), and after taking testimony and considering concerns the Planning Commission voted unanimously to continue the public hearing until July 24, 2002, to permit a viewing of the property prior to rendering a final decision and recommendation to the County Board relating to the denial or approval of the request; and, 

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission of the County on the 24th Day of July, 2002, reconvened the public hearing at the site of the proposed development, and after viewing the property, taking testimony, and considering the benefits and potential impacts to the neighborhood and natural environment,  voted unanimously to forward a recommendation for denial of the request to the County Board; and, 

WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners on the 20th Day of August, 2002, following proper notice held a public hearing regarding the request, and following consideration of testimony, voted to deny the applicants request to utilize the CIC/PUD process to permit the creation of additional non-conforming lots; and,
WHEREAS, the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners finds:
1. Utilizing the CIC/PUD process to split the three existing non-conforming Lots of Record into five smaller non-conforming residential lots without adequate available area to provide for future sewage treatment needs conflicts with provisions of the Blue Earth County Comprehensive Land Use and Comprehensive Water Plans.  Both plans were drafted, in part, to ensure that the quality of Blue Earth County’s surface and ground water is protected by requiring adequate area for sewage treatment needs on all newly created lots.   
2. The proposal conflicts with the Blue Earth County Land Use, Shoreland, and Subdivision Ordinances.  The intent of both ordinances is that non-conforming lots, structures, and uses eventually become conforming. Creation of additional non-conforming lots and expansion / intensification of existing dwellings create a need for larger drain field areas to treat effluent from the dwellings.  Information furnished by Environmental Health staff indicates that when the septic systems were installed by the former owner they were not designed to accommodate year-around homes.  The septic systems were designed to meet the expected flows from one bedroom seasonal cabins.  The Environmental Health Division expresses reservations about the continued ability of the existing systems to service the dwellings if they are subjected to an intensified or expanded use.  The required additional treatment area does not appear to be available.

3. The proposal violates the area provisions contained in the Blue Earth County Subdivision Ordinance.  The Ordinance sets the minimum size of a parcel proposing to be divided via the CIC/PUD process at five acres.  The total area of the existing parcels is approximately 2.3 acres.  
4. The Blue Earth County Shoreland Ordinance sets the minimum lot size for un-sewered properties located within the Shoreland Zone for Recreational Development Lakes at 43,560 square feet (one acre) with 150 feet of frontage.  As proposed; the area of the five newly created properties will range from 11,604 square feet to 33,859 square feet.  None of the proposed lots meet the minimum required lot size.  Three of the five proposed parcels are less than 20,000 square feet, the minimum lot size that would be permissible if municipal sewer were available.  Neither of the non-riparian lots meet the required lot width. 

5. It does not appear that all of the dwellings on the Riparian lots meet the required 100 foot OHWM setback from the Lake. 

6. Property line setback in the Conservation Zone is 50 feet.  None of the dwellings meet the property line setback.

7. None of the dwellings meet the required centerline setback of 65 feet from the centerline of the private 20' access easement servicing these properties and additional dwellings beyond.

8. In a memorandum dated June 17, 2002, Leo Getsfried, DNR Area Hydrologist, expresses the DNR opposition to the proposal.  In the memorandum he states: “The affected property currently contains 3 substandard parcels.  The proposal to create five new parcels will only serve to increase the degree of non-conformity.  The underlying presumption concerning non-conformities is that they will eventually disappear or at least become less non-conforming.  Establishing separate parcels for each of the existing 5 cabins serves no public purpose, and will in fact merely convey a false impression that the structures could be rebuilt if destroyed.  Consequently I cannot support this request.”
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request to utilize the CIC/PUD process to subdivide three existing non-conforming lots of record into five more non-conforming residential lots is hereby Denied.   Pertinent documents shall be recorded in the Blue Earth County Land Records office returning said lots to their original configuration as of January 1, 2002.

Said denial shall be effective immediately and without publication.

The telecommunications tower will not be injurious to the use and enjoyment of 


other property in the immediate vicinity for the purposes already permitted.
           10.
The establishment of the telecommunications tower will not impede the normal and orderly development and improvement of surrounding vacant property for the predominant uses in the area.

           11.
Adequate measures will be taken to prevent or control lighted signs and other lights in such a manner that no disturbance to neighbors will result.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Blue Earth County Board of Commissioners, that the request to approve a Conditional Use Permit to allow construction and operation of a 105 foot tall un-guyed monopole telecommunications tower at the location referenced above is hereby granted contingent upon the following conditions:

1.
The tower shall be set back at least 75 feet from neighboring property lines.  
2. 
The tower shall be designed to fall within a distance equal to half  it’s height or 75 
feet from the base of the tower.


3.
Accessory building(s) may be allowed for each co-location user of the facility.  


Each building shall house only electronic equipment and environmental control 


equipment that is necessary for the functioning of the 





broadcasting/telecommunications tower.  The building shall be painted and 


maintained as a single, neutral color.


4.
The tower and accessory buildings shall be adequately fenced.  Gates shall be 
locked.  


5. 
The property owner shall ensure that the site is maintained in a weed free and 
nuisance free manner.


6. 
Signs, other than warning signs, equipment labels, or emergency information, are 
prohibited on any towers, antennae or accessory structure or equipment.  Warning 
signs, equipment labels and emergency information signs must not exceed three 
square feet in area. 

7. The broadcasting/telecommunications tower shall be a single, neutral color, unless alternative colors are required by the FAA.

8. 
The broadcasting/telecommunications tower shall meet all requirements of the 


FAA and FCC.  

9. 
The parking surface and access drives shall be maintained with an all weather 


surface.


10. 
A bond or other financial assurance acceptable to Blue Earth County shall be 
established and kept in place to ensure proper removal of all concrete foundations 
and fittings in the event that the Tower is abandoned.  Abandoned or unused 
towers and associated facilities shall be removed within twelve months of the 
cessation of operations at the site.


11. 
The broadcasting/telecommunications tower shall be designed, structurally, 
electrically and in all respects, to accommodate the applicant's antenna and 
comparable antennae from at least three additional users.  The tower must be 
designed to allow for future rearrangement of antennae upon the tower and to 
accept antennae mounted at varying heights.


12. 
Any change in operation or use of the facility shall require review of the 
Conditional Use Permit.  The applicant shall apply for a review of the Conditional 
Use Permit prior to any operational or construction changes involved with the 
proposed use.

13. 
Violations of any of the above conditions may lead to a review of the Conditional 
Use Permit by the Planning Commission and County Board of Commissioners.

14.
Applicant agrees to grant the County a first refusal right to use antennae space on 


the tower and equipment space within the accessory building(s).  Such space to be 

for governmental use including, but not limited to; communications service 


antennae and 
related equipment to accommodate Cellular Telephone Service, 


Personal Communication Services (PCS), and Cellular Digital Packet Data 


(CPDA) Service, to the extent the tower can accommodate such use.  If space 


is not available within the accessory building, the owner of the tower shall 



allow the County to construct additional accessory building(s) as required to 


house County equipment.  Owner of the tower shall make the space available 


at the prevailing market rate.  
If the County reserves space for governmental use, the County will ensure that any equipment installed by the County on the tower, or in the accessory building, will not interfere with the operation of the applicants or other tenants equipment.  Correction of any interference caused by installation of County equipment shall be the County's responsibility.  Interference caused by any other tenant's equipment installed after the County's equipment, shall be the responsibility of the third party.


 All utility costs, and costs connected with installation and maintenance of County equipment shall be borne by the County.

The County will provide appropriate proof of insurance and / or release of liability to the tower owner.  Such insurance / release of liability shall apply equally to equipment owned or controlled by the County and / or actions taken by County employees and / or agent(s).

The Conditional Use Permit shall be effective for a period of five years 
following County Board approval, whereupon it may be reviewed by the Board.
